After 5 years of operation, the 

emergency accommodation centre 

at Whitmore Square in the CBD has 

closed its doors. Teen Challenge 

would like to thank you all for your 

support for this vital part of the 

Teen Challenge ministry.  Rather 

than manage a boarding house 

which can accommodate up to 20 

people we believe we can provide a 

more effective service to Adelaideés 

homeless through a smaller facility. 

To this end we chose not to renew 

our lease for another 5 years.  At the 

same time in making this decision 

the St Johns Youth Shelter was go-

ing to become homeless due to a 

redevelopment that was scheduled 

to occur.  Therefore, we were not 

only able to end our lease early on a 

positive note with our landlord but 

we were also comforted in the fact 

that we could rescue this vital ser-

vice to the homeless in itself from 

becoming homeless. 

Now our hunt is on to see what the 

Lord has in store for us in continu-

ing to reach out to Adelaideés 

homeless youth.  

A special thanks must go to Mr. 

Rangi Rule and all his volunteers for 

their dedicated service over the past 

5 years.  In particular his willingness 

to be flexible and trust the Lord with 

whatever new chapter will open for 

him in Teen Challenge. 

Changes to the Emergency Accommodation Centre  

Motivation for working in Teen Chal-

lenge has always been a driving force for 

potential volunteers, but as you can im-

agine working with troubled and addict-

ed people  is an exacting and  often 

daunting  commitment, therefore we 

believe training in this area is a èmusté. 

 

Mental Health First Aid Course 

This course is an accredited Mental 

Health First Aid course that is directed at 

every member of the community. It is 

for families, those who work in the Men-

tal Health arena and for the general 

business community. It runs on a similar 

principle as the physical first aid course. 

The course encompasses a 12 hour 

training regime and is delivered by a 

qualified mental health first aid instruc-

tor, Louise Holly.

Teen Challenge SA is putting an empha-

sis on up-skilling our staff more than 

ever before. We are in the process of 

providing subsidized sponsorship and 

facilitation for a Certificate IV in Mental 

Health (non-clinical) as well as Alcohol 

and Other Drugs. This will be our fourth 

round of providing this.  We are of the 

opinion that Teen Challenge Ministry is 

one of the best in Australia and we are 

endeavouring to make sure our staff 

and those Christians in the Community 

who are interested in working in these 

areas are fully trained and supported.  

Part of the criteria for the Certificate IV 

studyés are that work placements hours 

are necessary and our hope is to pro-

vide that workplace environment in a 

voluntary capacity at the cutting edge.  

  

Volunteer training  for workers through-

out the entire Teen Challenge Ministry 

was conducted on March 19 2011 and 

specialised training for Rehabilitation 

Workerés was held  in July 2011.
